Eur-Alpha is an european network of associations aiming at improving the quality of adult literacy. 
The network wants to favour exchanges between practitioners: trainers in one hand, learners in the other hand. To organize the actions of the network, there are two scientific Committees

The learners scientific Committee gathers literacy learners from the associations that are partners of the network. Its goal is to develop a network of exchange between people who learn the basic skills: speak, read,write, calculate,...

The Committee chose to propose two actions to the group of learners from Europe:

· take the floor by writing up a Manifesto that will present the demands of the learners to improve literacy training and allow them to act in the society as citizens in their own right.

· exchange good practices of voicing of opinions and active participation that are used by the other groups of learners. 
To do so, the Committee organizes…

· workshops gathering learners in literacy. The first one was held in Namur (Belgium) in April 2010 (see the report on the web site). Two other workshops will be organised in Barcelona in October 2011 and in Edimbourgh in May 2012. Learners can register to the workshop in Barcelona until 15th May. 

· presentations on the internet of the groups of learners, of their activities, of their claims to favour exchange among them and valorize their action. 
In September 2012, in Bonn (Germany) the contributions of the learners will be presented with the other works of the network during an international event.
